The proposed changes have been compiled with assistance from the legal representatives at Governology and are 
part of the annual review that has been undertaken each year since 2018.  

Members are asked to consider some amendments to the Constitution. These amendments ensure: 

• greater clarity in some areas of the constitution,  

• compliance with the law, and 

• alignment with current AACMA practice.

A summary of the amendments is provided below.

10.1.3 Directors 
and Office 
Bearers 

Section 10.1.3 amended with changes shown in red 
 
At the first Board meeting following the annual elections of the 

Board, The Elected Directors shall elect a Chair, a Deputy Chair 

and an Audit and Risk Committee Chair from amongst their 

number, normally within six weeks following the AGM.

10.3.5 Directors 
and Office 
Bearers  

Section 10.3.5 amended with changes shown in red 
 
The nomination: 

a) must be in writing and signed by the nominated Member 

and his/her proposer and seconder, and 

b) must be lodged with the Secretary or the nominated 

Returning Officer at the National Office within the 

prescribed time 

 
The nomination: 

a) must be in writing in the form prescribed by the Board and 

signed by the nominated Member and their proposer and 

seconder, 

b) must be lodged with the Secretary or the nominated 

Returning Officer at the National Office within the 

prescribed time, and 

c) must be accompanied by any information or documents 

reasonably requested by the Board, the Secretary, or the 

Returning Officer to demonstrate the candidate’s eligibility 

and suitability. 

A nomination that fails to comply with any of the requirements 

of this clause 10.3.5 will be invalid and the nominated 

candidate will not be eligible to stand for election. 

The Board may require each candidate to attend a meeting with 

the Secretary and/or a Board Representative for the purpose of
